Hawaii is the newest of the 50 U.S. states (August 21, 

1959), and is the only U.S. state made up entirely of 

islands. It occupies most of an archipelago in the central 

Pacific Ocean, southwest of the continental United States, 

southeast of Japan, and northeast of Australia. Hawaiiôs 

natural beauty, warm tropical climate, inviting waters and 

active volcanoes make it a popular destination for 

tourists, surfers, biologists, and volcanologists alike. Due 

to its mid-Pacific location, Hawaii has many North 

American and Asian influences along with its own vibrant 

native culture. Hawaii has over a million permanent 

residents along with many visitors and U.S. military 

personnel. Its capital is Honolulu on the island of Oʁahu. 

 
The state encompasses nearly the entire volcanic Hawaiian Island chain, which comprises hundreds of islands spread 

over 1,500 miles (2,400 km). At the southeastern end of the archipelago, the eight "main islands" are (from the 

northwest to southeast) Niʁihau, Kauaʁi, Oʁahu, Molokaʁi, LǕnaʁi, Kahoʁolawe, Maui, and Hawaiʁi. The last is by far 

the largest and is often called "The Big Island" to avoid confusion with the state as a whole. The archipelago is 

physiographical and ethnologically part of the Polynesian sub region of Oceania. The Hawaiian language word 

Hawaiʁi derives from Proto-Polynesian *Sawaiki, with the reconstructed meaning "homeland"; Hawaiʁi cognates are 

found in other Polynesian languages, including MǕori (Hawaiki), Rarotongan (ԐAvaiki), and Samoan (Savaiʁi).  
 

An archipelago situated some 2,000 mi (3,200 km) southwest of the North American mainland, Hawaii is the 

southernmost state of the United States and the second westernmost state after Alaska. Only Hawaii and Alaska do 

not share a border with another U.S. state. 

Hawaii is the only state of the United States that: 

¶ is not geographically located in North America 

¶ grows coffee 

¶ is completely surrounded by water 

¶ is entirely an archipelago 

¶ has a royal palace

Hawaiiôs tallest mountain, Mauna Kea, stands at 13,796 ft (4,205 m) but is taller than Mount Everest if followed to 

the base of the mountain, which, lying at the floor of the Pacific Ocean, rises about 33,500 ft (10,200 m).  

The eight main islands, Hawaiʁi, Maui, Oʁahu, Kahoʁolawe, Lanaʁi, Molokaʁi, Kauaʁi and Niʁihau are accompanied 

by many others. Kaʁala is a small island near Niʁihau that is often overlooked. The Northwest Hawaiian Islands are a 

series of nine small, older masses northwest of Kauaʁi that extend from Nihoa to Kure that are remnants of once 

much larger volcanic mountains. There are also more than 100 small rocks and islets, such as Molokini, that are 

either volcanic, marine sedimentary or erosion in origin, totaling 130 or so across the archipelago. 

 

Honolulu is the capital and the most populous city in 

Hawaii. The name "Honolulu" refers to the urban area on the 

southeastern shore of the island of Oahu, the city and the 

county are consolidated, known as the City and County of 

Honolulu, and the city and county are designated as the 

entire island. Honolulu is also referred to as the business and 

trade capital of the pacific, and is the largest city in the South 

Pacific along with being the United States most 

southwesterly large city. The population of the CDP was 

371,657 at the 2000 census, while the population of the City 

and County was 909,863, making it the 57th-largest 

metropolitan area in the United States. Honolulu is also the 

most populous state capital relative to state population. In the 

Hawaiian language, Honolulu means "sheltered bay" or 

"place of shelter". Honolulu has been the capital of the 

Hawaiian Islands since 1845 and gained historical 

recognition following the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor 

near the city on December 7, 1941.
